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Guidance News from Mr. McAfee

As we head into the end of March and April the focus in the guidance office begins to shift towards
planning for next year with continued emphasis on graduation and scholarships for seniors.
Seniors are reminded that the scholarship listing is being updated weekly and that they should check eithe
the school website for the listing or pick up a copy in our office. Many deadlines occur in the months of
April and May and it is important for students to have the scholarships in ahead of the deadlines in order fc
us to attach transcripts and recommendation letters. In addition they should all fill out the local scholarshig
form handed out at the financial aid night in January. This is due no later than May'1 This form qualifies
them for over twenty local scholarships. Forms and informational packets from this night are available in
the guidance office for students and parents who were unable to attend the presentation. Lastly, Seniors
should not forget to check their individual college websites for scholarship applications or information as
many have a separate form which has to be filled out in addition to the FAFSA.

For juniors and their parents this is the time of year to begin/continue their college planning. Soon,
all juniors will be scheduling courses for next year and their intended career path can play an important rol¢
in deciding the courses that will be of benefit. Another step in this process is taking the required admission
tests. The final registration dates for SAT and ACT testing for this spring are coming up on April™br
the SAT and May 7" for the ACT. Students wishing to take the ACT in June will once again have the op-
portunity to register in English 11 and as in previous years have the cost for the testing paid for by Northe
Adirondack. This is a great opportunity provided by our school district and all students who are college
bound are encouraged to take this test. One reminder, if students receive accommodations for testing the
must apply for these accommodations on the SAT and ACT provided they wish to use them. The paper-
work to do this is available in the guidance office. In both cases these applications for special testing must
filled out months prior to the test date.

Sophomores will have the chance to participate in the ASVAB on March 24This is a career inter-
est/aptitude test which will give students some ideas of what they are god at and what they like and how
that relates to different career areas and titles. On March"Linterested 10th graders will have the chance to
visit three CV-Tec programs. This day is designed for students to explore their options and make decisions
regarding attendance and program choice for next year. Following this visit students who would like to at-
tend should return a signup sheet to guidance no later than late March.

In March freshman will also have the chance to participate in a career related presentation in English clasg
The focus on this is helping the students begin to develop ideas for electives as well as future goals in hig
school and beyond.
